A small group of growers — friends, allotment neighbours, or
community members — each commits to saving seed from a
single open-pollinated variety.

At the end of the season, everyone pools their harvest and
swaps. The result? Each person walks away with a diverse
collection of genuinely good, living seed, adapted to their
bioregion.

2.At the end
of the growing
season, yoy all
meet yp and
swap.
